
Teacher On-Line Data Entry:  Enter EventClassSelection, i.e., 409A6.
1. No Permission or Transfer
2. A student is required to perform a Class A 404, A 405, or A 407 solo in a WSMA District Festival to enter and perform in Event 409.
3. This is a Class A event only.
4. Event 409 selections may be transposed up or down as much as a minor third to accommodate the tessitura of the voice.
5. Accompaniment (live or pre-recorded) and memorization are required to receive a rating in Events 408 and 409.
6. Vocalists may enter up to three vocal solos:

a. One from Event 401, 402, 404, 405, or 407;
b. One from Event 408 or 409;
c. One from Event 417.

7. The entire performance must be done in character. No set, backdrop, or special stage lighting may be used.
8. The student introduction is part of the rating only in Event 408 and 409. It must include performer and accompanist names, 

school, title of piece, name of the show, composer, and a significant aspect of the piece (style, form, harmony, melody, or 
technique) and must set the scene for the  song. It may be done in character, or by describing the character’s role and setting 
prior to performing the song in character. The required introduction does not need to be memorized.

9. An accompanist must not exceed 15 accompaniments for any WSMA festival.  Try synthesized, pre-recorded, and/or computer 
software programs when accompanists are difficult to find.
