Honors section coaches enjoy extended work with nationally-known conductors, and the 
reward of working with Wisconsin's finest young musicians. Section coaches are asked to teach 
sectionals as necessary, chaperone students in a variety of well-planned social activities, and 
serve as counselors in dormitories and hotels. Section coaches also work with ensemble 
coordinators and the Honors administrative staff. The only paid members of the Honors staff 
are the guest conductors. 
 
High School Honors staff members participate in a 3 1/2 day June summer camp and a 1 1/2 
day rehearsal and performance gathering during the October State Music Conference. Middle 
Level Honors staff members participate in Friday all day and Saturday rehearsals and 
performances the week of the State Music Conference.
